Dear Parents of Youth Volunteers,

This letter is to introduce you to the basics of Habitat’s Youth United Program and to let you know who will be working with your youth and what kinds of activities they might be asked to participate in.

What do we Believe?

Youth United believes that young people are the builders and leaders of today and tomorrow. In that spirit, we seek to offer young people opportunities to partner with Habitat for Humanity in a sustained and productive way. We seek to create nurturing environments where youth can develop skills in community leadership and teamwork while providing continued valuable resources toward the elimination of poverty housing.

Examples of Activities:

1. Year Round Events:  Participate in Parades, Set up Displays, Brat Sales, Make Posters, Take Pictures, helping at local public relations events, helping at groundbreaking & home dedication, babysitting, etc

2. Youth Participation at the Building Site:


Youth between the ages of 16 and 17 can do many tasks on site including framing, 
drywalling, taping, installing hardware and flooring.  Youth may not operate power tools or work on 
ladders over 6 feet in height.


Youth between the ages of 14 and 15 can help staining, unloading lumber and drywall, 
landscaping (seeding grass and spreading straw), taping the windows prior to painting and 
cleaning the house prior to dedication.
